Last Chance for Immigration Measures in the Current Congress

migration legislation as Con-

gress prepares to recess for
five weeks beginning in August.
This comes ahead of the midterm
elections where the Democrats'
control of both chambers of Con-
gress s in play.

Is there any possibility that
something “real” on the immigra-
tion front could advance before the
current Congress is over? The bills
are there; it just remains to be seen
if there is sufficient political will to
bring them to fruition.

One adverse attempt at legis-
lation, the extension of the Trump
era's Title 42—which expels in-
dividuals before they can even
request asylum in the United
States—is a Republican propos-
al that has gained the support of
various Democrats. Despite their
efforts, there are also two positive
measures to legalize Dreamers
and qualifying farm workers that
are on the list of pending matters
for the Senate which Congress
may consider.

The summer recess receives
special attention in an election year

I t's a race against time for im-

for a powerful reason: it's very rare
that Congress approves measures
when it returns in September, es-
pecially controversial ones, as the
entire House of Representatives
(435 seats) and a third of the Senate
(34 of the 100 seats) are embroiled
in political campaigns. In the event
there is a change in leadership, the
party that wins is always reluctant
to collaborate with the party that
loses.

Is there any possibility
that something “real” on

the immigration front
could advance before
the current Congress is
over?

Therein lies the urgency to
reach out to those communities
who have had to move from one
place to the next in search of ref-
uge.. to those who have already
settled but whose acceptance
is flimsy. It's vital to reach out to
those who, despite knowing how
essential they are to sustaining the
socio-economic dynamic of US.
agriculture, are usually made invis-

ible by anti-immigrant rhetoric, the
same that has evolved into a dis-
gusting and dishonest campaign
based on the racist “invasion” con-
spiracy theory:.

The Republicans are currently
very confident that they will snatch
either or both legislative chambers
from the Democrats, so they feel
no incentive to collaborate and
produce measures, especially if it's
not their perceived interest, like im-
migration.

To sum it up, any bill that is not
approved in the days before the
summer recess or when Con-
gress returns for the (lame duck)
session, it is highly unlikely to see
the light of day before their term
ends, which is officially on January
3,2023. If there is a change in pow-
er, the next Congress will have to
start with new leadership. For the
already mistreated migrants this
scenario would be even less ben-
eficial, since the conservative party
that still backs Trumpism has done
and will do everything possible to
ensure that no Democratic initia-
tive is approved.

For example: Donald Trump,
using the pandemic as an excuse,
activated the controversial Title 42
with the intent of deporting asylum
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seekers from the United States,
leaving them no choice but to
make their case from outside the
country. More than 2 million peo-
ple have already been expelled
from the United States without the
possibility of applying for asylum,
regardless of the fact that Title 42 is
a public health program that dates
back to the 1940s and has nothing
to do with migration.

Despite Joe Biden's adminis-
tration eliminating Title 42, fed-
eral courts have prevented them
from doing so. which has left all of
those migrants in a state of limbo.
Their situation has been difficult to
say the least. So many have been
stranded for so long in Mexico
waiting for a response that some
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have already fallen victim to the vi-
olence and corruption that endan-
gers the border region.

The truth is the Republican Par-
ty's intention to extend Title 42 is
no other than to undermine the
laws of asylum. With that in mind,
Republicans—along with some
moderate and conservative Dem-
ocrats— have filed an amendment
to a health bill regarding prescrip-
tion drug prices, that extends the
implementation of Title 42 until
the threat of COVID is eliminated
outside the United States. They're
trying to create a pretext for ex-
tending Title 42 by pointing to the
exterior while inside the country

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Stay Vigilant with Your Mental Health Amidst Barrage of Bad News

very time we turn on the
Enews or check our cell

phones, it seems like there is
bad news happening everywhere,
and all the time. Everyone you
speak with is talking about the cur-
rent state of the world and it's been
bleak lately. Whether it is the new-
est COVID-19 variant, war, violence
in our own country, polarizing politi-
cal discourse, high inflation and gas
prices, or fears of a recession, for
many older Latinos it can feel like
the sky is falling.

It's why LULAC (League of Unit-
ed Latin American Citizens) appre-
ciates the efforts of sponsors like
AARP (American Association of
Retired Persons), the nation’s larg-
est non-profit/non-partisan orga-
nization dedicated to empowering
Americans 50 and older to choose
how they live as they age, to reach
older Latino audiences about men-
tal health resources.

The more we consume bad
news and go down the negative
spiral — dubbed as "doomscroll-
ing” by experts — the more the
impulse to consume it becomes
harder to resist. Experts agree that
as humans, we are hardwired to an-

ticipate danger, explaining the pat-
tern of frequent monitoring. How-
ever, reading bad news all day can
take a serious toll on mental health.
Studies have linked the consump-
tion of bad news to increased dis-
tress, anxiety and depression.

In addition to the negative news
that may cause emotional unrest, a
recent study from AARP published
in June 2022 shows that nearly 2
out of 3 women age 50 and older
say they are regularly discriminat-
ed against, and those experiences
appear to be taking a toll on their
mental health as well.

The mental health needs of old-
er adults in the Latino community
are often not obvious, regardless of
whether the root of their emotional
unease stems from external events
or internal reasons. For exam-
ple, depression is one of the most
common mental illnesses, affect-
ing 6.7% (more than 16 million) of
American adults each year, but one
of the hardest illnesses to identify.

According to AARP, among
the symptoms of depression are
changes in energy levels; irrita-
bility or anger; loss of interest in
once-enjoyable activities; difficul-
ty sleeping or sleeping more than
usual; eating more or less than usu-

Los expertos estan de
acuerdo en que, como humanos,
estamos programados para antic-
iparnos al peligro, lo que explica el
patron de monitoreo frecuente. Sin
embargo, leer malas noticias todo
el dia puede afectar gravemente la
salud mental. Los estudios han rel-
acionado el consumo de malas no-
ticias con un aumento de angustia,
ansiedad y depresion.

Ademas de las noticias negati-
vas que pueden causar malestar
emocional, un estudio reciente de
AARP publicado en junio de 2022

al; and thoughts of death or suicide.

Sometimes, professional help is
needed for older Latinos who have
chronic emotional issues. Howev-
er, it is hard for caregivers, family
members and friends to know how
to identify what is going on. De-
pression, anxiety and general wor-
ry, Or even more serious issues, can
all be treated but it takes a certified
mental health professional to diag-
nose and then work with the pa-
tient to alleviate the symptoms and
get to the root of the issues.

The process to find a thera-
pist and choose the right one can
be confusing. AARP suggests you
find out the training background
and skill set of each therapist when
making initial inquiries to see if she/
he will be useful to your situation.
AARP has a guide on how to find
the right therapist to understand
the broad range of approaches to
therapy.

As we saw during the pandemic,
often emotional issues are less se-
vere to merit long-term profession-
al help, but it does not mean they
are less burdensome. There are
many ways to break out of a funk,
and seek peace, and even start
to feel joy again. Start by putting
the phone down or turning off the

broadcast news to enjoy the simple
things that bring you or your loved
one pleasure. According to experts,
“your happiness muscles can atro-
phy, if you don't use them.”

AARP offers 8 simple habits to

make you happier that are free or
inexpensive. As we come out of

the pandemic’s worst days- when
we all suffered from social isolation,
fear of gettingill or even death, and
constant news of high hospitaliza-
tion and death rates- implement-
ing simple actions into your daily
routine such as greeting the dawn,
going outside and drawing some-

thing, walking the woods or prac-

ticing mindfulness, are some ways
to feel better if you do them often.

Putting the phone down some-
times doesnt mean Americans
should not be informed about cur-
rent events. In fact, LULAC believes
that being an active and contribut-
ing member of society means be-
ing informed and getting involved
with issues and causes that you
or your loved ones are passionate
about. However, the shift to digital
news with alerts on our cell phones
constantly pinging us with world
events, regardless of what we're
doing, is not healthy in the long-
term.
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There is a time and place to
consume the news, and a time to
step back and focus on our pas-
sion projects, hobbies, and of
course, on our loved ones. Turn off
the constant alerts in your phone
and make a routine to check the
news once a day for a set, short
amount of time. And then move on
with what brings you joy!

Learning to accept what is be-
yond our control and refocus our
attention on factors we can man-
age, like taking care of ourselves by
maintaining healthy habits will go a
long way to ensuring that we have
the emotional bandwidth to advo-
cate for what matters most to us.

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More Must Be Done to Address Hate and Gun Violence

Three years ago, in El Paso,
a city composed of 81.5%
Latinos and largely consid-
ered one of the safest cities in our
country, a young man entered an
El Paso Walmart and mercilessly
shot and killed 23 innocent souls
and injured 24 others during the
massacre. Today, our hearts re-

main broken as we remember the
victims and survivors of one of the
deadliest attacks specifically tar-
geting Latinos and immigrants.

The trauma continues for the
families and our communities
long after the shooter was arrest-
ed. It is our responsibility to honor
their lives by demanding stricter
gun control and an end to the rac-
ist, anti-immigrant, anti-Latino, an-
ti-Semitic, anti-Asian, anti-Black,
homophobic rhetoric that un-
dermines our sense of unity as a
country.

We welcomed the passing of
the recent bipartisan gun legisla-
tion, which addresses access to
guns and provides funding to sup-
port mental health services. How-
ever, the pattern of mass shoot-
ings proves that our government
must do more on gun control.
More mass shooters now are us-
ing semi-automatic rifles, in many

cases purchased under existing
gun laws. The attackers in Buffa-
lo. New York; Uvalde, Texas; Pitts-
burgh, Pennsylvania; and even
more recently in Highland Park,
IWinois, all used legally purchased
semi-automatic rifles. These rifles
have a lethal efficiency that caus-
es mass destruction and should
not be sold to people who have no
business buying them.

The proliferation of conspiracy
theories, white supremacy, and
hate rhetoric on mainstream and
social media must be addressed.
The ELl Paso shooter wanted to
stop a “Hispanic invasion of Texas”
at a time when leaders used the
invasion rhetoric and words like
‘animals” and “rapists” to describe
immigrants. Other leaders are tak-
ing extreme steps to criminalize
and dehumanize immigrants and
others, such as Operation Lone
Star and the introduction of an-

ti-LGBTQ+ bills aimed at our chil-
dren across the country. These
hateful and discriminatory narra-
tives and policies strip individuals
of their humanity, normalize hate,
and radicalize young men. Such
events only prove that it is white
supremacists and hate that pose
the greatest threat of increased
violence to our societies - not
vulnerable immigrants and other
marginalized communities.

The EL Paso attack, Pulse at-
tack, Buffalo, and many others
occurred because of weak gun
control laws and anti-immigrant
and other hate rhetoric. Hispanic
Federation is committed to fight-
ing for stronger laws that protect
all communities from senseless
gun violence and white suprema-
cy. We must become a welcoming
country to those yearning to live
safely, not a nation that condones
hate, discrimination, and violence.

Climate Change Threatens the Most Iconic U.S. Landscapes

ver the past decade, I've
traveled countless times
to the desert regions east

of San Bernardino in Southern Cal-

ifornia. In the Mojave National Pre-
serve and Joshua Tree National
Park, I've been captivated by the
desert's complex and diverse eco-
systems — at once beautiful, peril-
ous, fragile, and resilient.

| see constellations at night in-
stead of smog. I've summited rock
formations that left me breathless
and humbled with sweeping views,
reminding me to tread lightly on
the sacred and ancestral lands of

the Cahuilla, Chemehuevi, Serrano,
and Mojave peoples.

Millions have also shared mem-
orable experiences like these at
our long-treasured national parks.
But as climate change caused by
human activities brings more heat,
drought, and fire, it now threatens
natural wonders across the country.

While visiting the Mojave Na-
tional Preserve last year, | was dis-
mayed to discover the aftermath
of a wildfire. There | stood between
life and death, between a postcard
scene of whimsical, furry-limbed

Climate change is a
compounding crisis that

affects every life, job,
and environment on this
planet.

Joshua trees, and a scorched sea
of trees and cacti skeletons sprout-
ing from the blackened earth like
spent matchsticks.

In August 2020, the Dome wild-
fire destroyed over 43,000 acres of
dense Joshua tree forests, killing
some 1.3 million Joshua trees. “The
fire spread was assisted by the un-
usually dry vegetation resulting
from a warming climate and fre-
quent drought” ecologist James
Cornett told the Palm Springs Des-
ert Sun.

Nearby at Joshua Tree Nation-
al Park, climate change-induced
fires and drought are pushing its
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namesake western Joshua tree to
extinction. A 2019 scientific study
found that without a reduction in
carbon emissions, only 0.02 per-
cent of the species' national park
habitat would remain viable by the
end of the century.

Other iconic national parks are
facing climate threats as well. Dev-
astating fires now regularly threat-
en Yosemite. Unprecedented rain-
fall caused flooding and mudslides
that shut down Yellowstone earlier
this year. The glaciers are vanishing
in Glacier National Park.

In Florida's Everglades, flood-
ing caused by rising ocean levels
threatens wildlife that are inca-
pable of surviving in salt water. In
West Virginia, changing tempera-
tures and more frequent and in-
tense flooding endanger the for-
ests of New River Gorge National
Park.

Unfortunately, our government
has further endangered these
iconic landscapes by failing to ad-
dress the climate emergency.

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Everything You Need to Know About Paxlovid. Should You Take It?

hen President Joe
Biden tested positive
for covid-19 on July 21,

his physician recommended he
take the antiviral drug Paxlovid. The
drug significantly reduces the likeli-
hood of hospitalization or death for
someone at high risk of develop-
ing severe covid. Biden started the
five-day course that day, according
to the White House, and within six
days he tested negative for the virus
and was cleared to leave isolation.

Biden's chief medical adviser, Dr.
Anthony Fauci, also took Paxlovid
when he contracted covid in June
yet soon tested positive for the dis-
ease again. So he took a second
round of the drug even though it
isn't approved for that.

Since Paxlovid became avail-
able seven months ago, it has
eclipsed other available therapies
created to forestall life-threaten-
ing covid symptoms in high-risk
patients. Some doctors are quick
to prescribe it, but as with so much
about the covid pandemic, there

is controversy. Some patients are
concerned about a possible re-
bound of the disease, while others
have difficulty convincing their doc-
tors they are good candidates for
the drug.

five days of developing symptoms.
But even as specialists in in-
fectious diseases praise the treat-

ment's effectiveness, many doc-
tors say they have questions about
prescribing the drug and want bet-
ter data.

Here are answers to some com-
mon questions about Paxlovid.

Q: What is Paxlovid, and how
does it work?

Paxlovid is an antiviral medication
that is made of two drugs: One
blocks a key enzyme that the covid
virus needs to replicate, and the
second blocks the first drug's me-
tabolism in the liver so it doesn't
leave the body as quickly. Patients
take three pills twice a day for five
days.

Q: Who should take Paxlovid?

When the FDA authorized the
emergency use of Paxlovid, it
specified that the drug was to be
prescribed to people at high risk of
getting severely ill from covid. The
high-risk list is long, including peo-
ple older than 65 and those who
have chronic or serious health con-
ditions such as cancer, obesity, di-
abetes, asthma, and heart disease.

Yet seven months after Pax-
lovid was authorized, some pa-
tients have the protection of two
booster shots of a covid vaccine,
and many were previously infected
by the omicron variant of the virus.
So doctors are left to assess how
much a patient's history elevates or
lowers their risk of severe infection,
balancing that against the utility of
prescribing a drug that has down-
sides as well.

Some people who fall into a
high-risk category may not be able
to take Paxlovid if they take any of
a long list of drugs that could inter-
act with the antiviral. Temporarily
pausing some drugs on the list —
like those that treat high cholester-
ol or high blood pressure — until a
course of Paxlovid is finished may
not risk serious health problems.
But for people who are on drugs
such as transplant rejection drugs
or antiarrhythmic drugs that regu-
late their heartbeats, “these could
cause catastrophic complications”
if taken with Paxlovid, said Dr. Scott

Lo Que Debes Saber Sobre Paxlovid para Tratar Covid. ; Debes Tomarlo?

uando el presidente Joe
Biden dio positivo para
covid-19 el 21 de julio, su

medico le recomendd que tomara
el medicamento antiviral Paxlovid,
que reduce significativamente la
probabilidad de hospitalizacion o
muerte de alguien con alto riesgo
de desarrollar covid grave.

Biden comenzo el curso de cin-
co dias inmediatamente vy, segun
informo la Casa Blanca, dentro
de los seis dias dio negativo para
el virus y fue autorizado a dejar el
aislamiento.

El principal asesor médico de
Biden, el doctor Anthony Fau-
ci, también tomo Paxlovid cuan-
do contrajo covid en junio, pero
pronto volvio a dar positivo por la
enfermedad. Entonces tomod una
segunda ronda del medicamento
a pesar de que no esta aprobado
para eso.

Desde que Paxlovid comenzo
a estar disponible hace siete
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meses, ha eclipsado otras tera-
pias disponibles para prevenir los
sintomas graves de covid en pa-
cientes de alto riesgo. Algunos
medicos se apresuran a recetarlo,
pero como ocurre con tanto sobre
la pandemia de covid, hay contro-
versia.

Algunos  pacientes  estan
preocupados por un posible rebo-
te de la enfermedad, mientras que
otros tienen dificultades para con-
vencer a sus medicos de que son
buenos candidatos para el farma-
co.

“Paxlovid sigue siendo el farma-
co de referencia’, aunque puede
no ser apropiado para todos, dijo
la doctora Priva Nori, médica de
enfermedades infecciosas en el
Sistema de Salud de Montefiore.

En un ensayo clinico, las per-
sonas que tenian covid de leve a
moderado y un riesgo alto de en-
fermarse gravemente redujeron
su riesgo de ser hospitalizados o
morir a causa de la enfermedad en
un 88% si tomaban Paxlovid dentro

de los cinco dias posteriores a la
aparicion de los sintomas.

Pero incluso cuando los espe-
cialistas en enfermedades infec-
ciosas elogian la efectividad del
tratamiento, muchos médicos qui-
eren mejores datos. Aqui hay re-
spuestas a algunas preguntas co-
munes sobre Paxlovid.

¢Queé es Paxlovid y como
funciona?

Paxlovid es un medicamento an-
tiviral compuesto por dos far-
macos: uno bloquea una enzima
clave que el coronavirus necesita
para replicarse y el segundo blo-
quea el metabolismo del primer
farmaco en el higado para que no
abandone el cuerpo tan rapida-
mente. Los pacientes toman tres
pastillas dos veces al dia, durante
cinco dias.

¢Quién debe tomar Paxlovid?

Cuando la Administracion de Dro-
gas y Alimentos (FDA) autorizo el
uso de emergencia de Paxlovid,

especifico que el medicamento
se recetaria a personas con alto
riesgo de enfermarse gravemente.
Esta lista es larga e incluye a may-
ores de 65 anos y a aquellas que
padecen enfermedades cronicas
0 graves, como cancer, obesidad,
diabetes y enfermedades cardia-
cas.

Sin embargo, a siete meses de
su aprobacion, algunos pacientes
tienen la proteccion de dos dosis
de refuerzo contra covid, y muchos
estuvieron infectados antes con
la variante omicron. Por eso, los
medicos deben evaluar cuanto el-
eva o reduce el riesgo de infeccion
grave el historial de un paciente,
sopesandolo con la utilidad de re-
cetar un medicamento que tam-
bién tiene desventajas.

Es posible que algunas perso-
nas que se encuentran en una cat-
egoria de alto riesgo no puedan
tomar Paxlovid si toman cualquiera
de una larga lista de medicamen-
tos que podrian interactuar con el
antiviral.

La pausa temporal de algunos
medicamentos en la lista, como
los que tratan el colesterol alto o
la presion arterial alta, hasta que
se termine un ciclo de Paxlovid
puede no generar problemas. Pero
otros, como los medicamentos
de trasplantes o para los latidos
cardiacos, “podria causar compli-
caciones catastroficas” si se toman
con Paxlovid, dijo el doctor Scott
Roberts, profesor asistente de en-
fermedades infecciosas en la Es-
cuela de Medicina de Yale.

Paxlovid no se recomienda
para personas que no corren ries-
go de tener covid grave.

Immigration Advocates Question Legality of Busing Migrants Around Texas

n a cloudy recent Friday
morning, the Moncada
Baseball Park near the

US.-México border was empty.
save for one young man practicing
dribbling drills in the park's soccer
fields.

Across the street, at a busy
commercial vehicle inspection site
with 18-wheelers rolling through
after crossing the border from
Meéxico, the Texas Department of
Public Safety (DPS) — under ques-
tionable legal authority — dropped
off a group of migrants whom of-
ficers identified as having illegally
crossed into the country.

The migrants, about a dozen
men and women, stepped out of a
white Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice bus and were directed
toward a truck port where they sat
and waited under shade near an
outdoor fan for nearly three hours.
Then, a federal agent in a white
Border Patrol van picked them up
and drove them away. A few hours
later, the process was repeated
with a new group of migrants.

The procedure was part of a
new step in Operation Lone Star,

Gov. Greg Abbott's push to slow
the number of migrants crossing
the Texas border, testing the limits
of the state's ability to enforce im-
migration laws that are traditionally
seen as a federal responsibility.

State and local law enforce-
ment have long transferred cus-
tody of undocumented migrants
to federal immigration authorities
after they've been arrested. But
previously it's been the federal
government's job to pick them up.
Abbott's decision to arrest migrants
and actively bring them back to the
border, essentially forcing such a
handoff, represents a broadening
of the state’s role in the immigra-
tion enforcement process. But ex-
perts disagree on how significant it
is or whether it's intruding on a fed-
eral responsibility and stretching
the legal limits of the state's efforts
on the border.

“There are ongoing questions
about what authority they have to
bus people from one location to
another,” said Aaron Reichlin-Mel-
nick, policy director at the Ameri-
can Immigration Council. “Legally
speaking, is that immigration en-
forcement? | still don't know.”

Getting answers has been dif-
ficult. Although the program has

been operating since July 9, state
and federal officials have ducked
questions about how it works, re-
fusing to say where the migrants
are being transported to and from,
what they are being arrested for
and what happens to them af-
ter they are turned over to federal

immigration authorities. The only
way The Texas Tribune was able to
confirm that federal authorities are
accepting custody of the migrants
was by staking out the Eagle Pass
port of entry and witnessing the
exchange in person.

Abbott announced his plans in

early July to authorize DPS troop-
ers and National Guard service

members stationed at the border
to arrest migrants caught cross-
ing the border illegally and return
them to the ports of entry. They
immediately raised alarms for im-
migrant rights advocates who said
Abbott's plan was veering into the
federal government's purview
over immigration enforcement
and could lead to violations of the
migrants’ civil rights because it
was unclear what authority state
officials were using to hold them
under custody.

A spokesperson for US. Cus-
toms and Border Protection, which
oversees Border Patrol, didn't an-
swer questions about how Abbott's
latest order affects agents’ work on
the ground. Instead, the spokes-
person referred to comments
made by Chris Magnus, Customs
and Border Protection commis-
sioner, earlier this month during a
news conference in Washington in
which he responded to a question
about Abbott's order.

“Our goal is always to work co-
operatively when we can within the
law, and based on what's appropri-
ate under different circumstances
with our state and local partners,”
he said.

Texas Military Department offi-
cials provided at least one answer

about how the program works at
a legislative hearing earlier this
month. Brig. Gen. Win Burkett of
the 36th Infantry Division told law-
makers in July that National Guard
service members play no role in
the transportation of migrants to
the border.

With limited information, im-
migration and border security ex-
perts disagree about how radically
Abbott's order has changed state
law enforcement's involvement in
immigration enforcement.

Victor M. Manjarrez, Jr, who
worked for the U.S. Border Patrol
for 22 years and retired as the Tuc-
son Sector chief in 2011, said Ab-
bott's latest order is nothing out of
the ordinary. He said local or state
officers referring migrants to Bor-
der Patrol is a common practice
along the Texas-México border.

Manjarrez, is now the associate
director of the Center for Law and

n una reciente y nubla-
E da mafiana de viernes, el

Parque de Beéisbol Monca-
da, cerca de la frontera entre Méx-
ico y Estados Unidos, estaba vacio,
salvo por un joven que practicaba
gjercicios de regateo en los cam-
pos de futbol del parque.

Al otro lado de la calle, en un
concurrido lugar de inspeccion de
vehiculos comerciales con cami-
ones de 18 ruedas que cruzan la
frontera desde Mexico, el Depar-
tamento de Seguridad Publica de
Texas (DPS) -bajo una autoridad
legal cuestionable- dejo a un gru-
po de migrantes que los agentes
identificaron como que habian cru-
zado ilegalmente al pais.

Los migrantes, alrededor de
una docena de hombres y mujeres,
salieron de un autobus blanco del
Departamento de Justicia Penal
de Texas y fueron dirigidos hacia
un puerto de camiones donde se
sentaron y esperaron bajo la som-
bra cerca de un ventilador al aire
libre durante casi tres horas. A con-
tinuacion, un agente federal en
una furgoneta blanca de la Patrulla
Fronteriza los recogio y se los llevo.
Unas horas mas tarde, el proceso
se repitid con un nuevo grupo de
migrantes.

El procedimiento formaba parte
de un nuevo paso en la Operacion
Lone Star, el impulso del gober-
nador Greg Abbott para frenar el
numero de migrantes que cruzan
la frontera de Texas, poniendo a
prueba los limites de la capacidad
del estado para hacer cumplir las
leyes de inmigracion que tradicio-

nalmente se consideran una re-
sponsabilidad federal.

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Colorado Program Provides Free Counseling for Youth and Adolescents

ver 3,300 Colorado youth
have received free thera-
py sessions funded by the

state in the last nine months through
a program aimed at addressing the
youth mental health crisis exacer-
bated by the COVID-19 pandemic.

That number is expected to
grow with a new school year and
extended program funding.

| Matter, which is administered
through the Behavioral Health Ad-

ministration, is a statewide program

that connects youth and adoles-
cents with up to six free counseling
sessions. It was created through a
2021 bill that appropriated an initial
$9 million from the state gener-
al fund for its implementation and
was extended during this year's
legislative session with another
$6 million appropriation from the
state’s American Rescue Plan Act
funds.

“The legislation that funds | Mat-
teris for rapid response to the youth
mental health crisis. | think we've

lotte Whitney, BHA's interim depu-
ty communications director. “We've
really set up low-barrier access to
care, and that was the intent. That
to me is showing success.”

Participants begin | Matter by
taking an online survey that acts
as a mental health screening, with
children younger than 12 years
old taking it with their parents. The
survey asks questions about their
symptoms, home and family envi-
ronment and substance use. If the
survey concludes they are good
candidates for counseling., they
can register and connect with any
of over 180 providers for an ap-
pointment.

That simple survey approach
for registration is part of a “low bar-

rier" entry model that providers
think is important. Often, a teach-
er or school counselor will direct a
student to the program.

“It's a great need. | see parents
who are struggling with trying to
find a simple entry into counseling
for their child without being over-
whelmed,” said Tim Swanson, a li-
censed clinical social worker from
Colorado Springs who is an | Mat-
ter provider. Cutting out the need
for a traditional intake session and
paperwork allows him to "get to the
meat” of why a child scheduled an
appointment with him.

Swanson said he has seen be-
tween 30 and 40 clients through |
Matter, often working with children
younger than 12 years old. Some
have been as young as 7. He esti-
mates a near even split between
telehealth and in-person appoint-
ments.

About 15% of youth in Colo-
rado reported at least one major
depressive episode in the past
year, up from 14% in 2021, accord-
ing to data from Mental Health
America. About 39% of youth in

través de un programa destinado
a abordar la crisis de salud mental
de los jovenes exacerbada por la
pandemia del COVID-19.

Se espera que esa cifra au-
mente con el nuevo curso escolar
y la ampliacion de la financiacion
del programa.

| Matter, que se administra a
traves de la Administracion de
Salud del Comportamiento, es
un programa estatal que pone en
contacto a los jovenes y adoles-
centes con hasta seis sesiones de
asesoramiento gratuito. Fue crea-
do a través de un proyecto de ley
de 2021 que asigno una cantidad
inicial de 9 millones de dolares
del fondo general del estado para
su implementacion y fue amplia-
do durante la sesion legislativa de
este ano con otra asignacion de
6 millones de dolares de los fon-

dos de la Ley del Plan de Rescate
Americano del estado.

“La legislacion que financia |
Matter es para dar una respuesta
rapida a la crisis de salud mental
de los jovenes. Creo que defini-
tivamente lo hemos hecho’, dijo
Charlotte Whitney, subdirectora
interina de comunicaciones de la
BHA. "Realmente hemos estable-
cido un acceso de baja barrera a
la atencion, y esa era la intencion.
Para mi, eso es un éxito”.

Los participantes comienzan |
Matter realizando una encuesta en
linea que actua como un examen
de salud mental, y los niflos meno-
res de 12 afos la realizan con sus
padres. En la encuesta se hacen
preguntas sobre los sintomas, el
entorno familiar y domestico y el
consumo de sustancias.

“Es una gran necesidad. Veo a
padres que se esfuerzan por en-
contrar una entrada sencilla en el
asesoramiento para su hijo sin sen-
tirse abrumados”, dijo Tim Swan-
son, trabajador social clinico au-
torizado de Colorado Springs que
es proveedor de | Matter. Eliminar
la necesidad de una sesion de ad-
mision tradicional y el papeleo le

permite “ir al grano” de por qué un
nino ha concertado una cita con él.

Swanson dijo que ha visto en-
tre 30 y 40 clientes a través de |
Matter, a menudo trabajando con
ninos menores de 12 anos. Algunos
tienen solo 7 anos. Calcula que la
proporcion entre las citas por tele-
medicina y las presenciales es casi
igual.

Llegar a los jovenes de todo el
estado

Desde su inicio en octubre de
2021, 3.379 nifos de 55 condados
han recibido al menos una sesion
de terapia gratuita a través del pro-
grama, segun datos de la Admin-
istracion de Salud Mental de Col-
orado. Un numero considerable
de ellos regresa para recibir mas
atencion: Mas de 2.500 participa-
ron en una segunda sesioéon. En to-
tal, se han realizado casi 11.000 se-
siones hasta ahora. El coste medio
para el Estado por sesion es de 144
dolares.

ne of the few remain-
ing Navajo Code Talkers,
Samuel Sandoval, died at

the age of 98.

“Sam was a great warrior. (He)
served his country well; especially
using the top secret Navajo Code;”
Navajo Code Talker and Navajo
Code Talker Association President
Peter MacDonald said in a text
message to The Arizona Mirror.

‘He wanted to tell all Navajo
families and (the) younger genera-

tion the importance of our Navajo
language.” he added. "He'll be ter-
ribly missed.”

The Navajo Code talkers were
a group of U.S. Marines who used
their Native language to trans-
mit messages during World War
IIl. Only three are still alive today:
MacDonald, John Kinsel Sr. and
Thomas H. Begay.

“Navajo Code Talker Samuel
Sandoval will always be remem-
bered as a loving and courageous
person who sacrificed more than
we will ever know to defend our

Con informacion limitada, los
expertos en inmigracion y seguri-
dad fronteriza no estan de acuerdo
sobre cuan radicalmente la orden
de Abbott ha cambiado la partici-
pacion de las fuerzas del orden es-
tatales en la aplicacion de la ley de
inmigracion.

Victor M. Manjarrez, Jr. que tra-
bajo para la Patrulla Fronteriza de
Estados Unidos durante 22 anos y
se retird como jefe del Sector de
Tucson en 2011, dijo que la ultima
orden de Abbott no es nada fuera
de lo comun. Dijo que los oficiales
locales o estatales que remiten a
los migrantes a la Patrulla Fronteri-
za es una practica comun a lo largo
de la frontera entre Texas y México.

Normalmente, dijo, cuando los
agentes de la ley a lo largo de la
frontera se encuentran con mi-
grantes a pie o en un vehiculo, los
detienen por cargos estatales. Si
los agentes sospechan que los
migrantes han cruzado la frontera
ilegalmente, los retienen hasta que
los agentes de la Patrulla Fronter-
iza los recogen. Pero la orden de
Abbott va un paso mas alla al hac-
er que los agentes estatales lleven
a los migrantes a un lugar donde
sea mas facil para la Patrulla Fron-
teriza procesarlos.

Hasta cierto punto, anadio Man-
jarrez, los agentes locales de la ley
a lo largo de la frontera entre Esta-
dos Unidos y México siempre han

hecho cumplir las leyes de inmi-
gracion.

“Sillamas a la Patrulla Fronteriza
para que se presente, hasta cier-
to punto estas haciendo cumplir
la ley de inmigracion. Si los llevas
a un puerto de entrada, estas ha-
ciendo cumplir algun tipo de ley
de inmigracion’, dijo. "En cualquier
caso lo estas haciendo”.

"Esté bastante claro
que no es una cuestion
abierta. El Tribunal
Supremo ha, dicho una y

otra vez que esto es una,
responsabilidad federal".

Aaron Reichlin-Melnick,
American Immigration
Council

Manjarrez dijo que durante su ti-
empo en Arizona, era comun que
los agentes locales de la ley le-
varan a los migrantes a la Patrul-
la Fronteriza en lugar de esperar
a que los agentes de inmigracion
llegaran al lugar.

‘Mi argumento seria, ¢en qué
se diferencia esto de lo que se ha
hecho en el pasado?”, dijo. “La gran
diferencia con esto es que hubo
una orden ejecutiva que salio, y
tenia la intencion de causar un
gran impacto”.

Pero Denise Gilman, codirec-
tora de la Clinica de Inmigracion
de la Facultad de Derecho de la
Universidad de Texas, dijo que el

transporte de los migrantes a las
autoridades de inmigracion marca
un cambio drastico hacia un nue-
vo nivel de aplicacion de la ley de
inmigracion por parte del estado.
Al llevar a los migrantes de vuelta
a la frontera para su procesamien-
to, dijo, los funcionarios estatales
estan facilitando esa aplicacion.

“El hecho de que directamente
no los lleven al otro lado de la
frontera no elimina la naturaleza
de la aplicacion de la ley de inmi-
gracion”, dijo Gilman.

Pero para detener la practi-
ca, el gobierno federal proba-
blemente tendria que demandar.
Dado que Texas ha presionado
mas en la aplicacion de la ley de
inmigracion que cualquier otro es-
tado, algunos defensores de los
derechos de los inmigrantes se
han mostrado desconcertados
por el hecho de que la adminis-
tracion de Biden no haya hecho lo
mismo.

Gilman dijo que eso puede de-
berse a que la orden de Abbott
no pide que el estado se encar-
gue de la aplicacion de la ley de
inmigracion. Los funcionarios es-
tatales siguen entregando a los in-
migrantes a las autoridades feder-
ales de inmigracion en la frontera.

“No esta del todo claro que sea
una accion unilateral del estado al
100%, en contraposicion a una ac-
cion de colaboracion con el gobi-
erno federal”, dijo.

Los defensores de los derechos
de los inmigrantes tambien dicen
que Abbott podria estar invitando
a una demanda con la esperanza

de establecer una batalla legal con
el gobierno de Biden con el obje-
tivo de anular la decision del Tri-
bunal Supremo de EE.UU. en una
ley de inmigracion de Arizona de
2012 para ampliar la capacidad del
estado para participar en la apli-
cacion de la inmigracion.

Texas ha conseguido victorias
iniciales en las demandas contra
la administracion Biden que han
llevado a la Casa Blanca a reiniciar
dos de las politicas de inmigracion
mas importantes de la era Trump:
El Titulo 42, la orden de salud pan-
démica que esencialmente cierra
la frontera a la mayoria de las per-
sonas, y los Protocolos de Protec-
cion al Migrante, o “permanecer
en Meéxico’, que obliga a algunos
solicitantes de asilo a esperar en
México mientras sus casos se
abren paso en los tribunales es-
tadounidenses. Otra demanda de
Texas también llevo a un juez fed-
eral a dictaminar que la Accion
Diferida para los Llegados en la
Infancia -un programa para que
los inmigrantes mas jovenes que
estaban indocumentados puedan
obtener permisos de trabajo ren-
ovables- es ilegal. Estos tres casos
todavia se estan dirimiendo en los
tribunales federales.

En su orden ejecutiva, Abbott
Cito la decision en un caso sobre
la lamada ley "muéstrame tus pa-
peles” de Arizona, que obligaba
a la policia a pedir a la gente una
prueba de ciudadania. Abbott es-
cribié que el Tribunal Supremo no
abordd “si la sospecha razonable
de entrada ilegal u otro delito de
inmigracion seria una base legiti-
ma para prolongar una detencion,
o si esto también seria preponder-
ante en la ley federal”.

Reichlin-Melnick dijo que Ab-
bott estaba tratando de encontrar
una laguna en el caso de Arizona.

“EL gobernador Abbott dice
que cree que es una cuestion abi-
erta sobre si los agentes estatales
pueden o no hacer cumplir la en-
trada ilegal”, dijo Reichlin-Melnick.
“Si el estado puede hacer cumplir
las leyes federales de inmigracion
penal, eso eliminaria bastantes
de las restricciones impuestas a
los estados en el caso Arizona vs.
EE.UU. y es posible que el gober-
nador Abbott esté buscando un
caso de prueba que pueda ampli-
ar las cosas en esa area’".

Abbott no respondio a una pre-
gunta sobre si queria que se revis-
ara ese caso y remitio las pregun-
tas sobre el programa al DPS.

Pero otros funcionarios de
Texas han sido abiertos sobre su
deseo de que la Corte Suprema
reconsidere la decision.

A principios de este ano, el fis-
cal general adjunto de Texas,

Brent Webster, dijo a un comité del
Senado estatal sobre seguridad
fronteriza que a su oficina le gus-
taria que el tribunal reconsiderara
su decision en el caso de Arizona
sobre si los agentes de policia lo-
cales podian detener a los inmi-
grantes por infracciones de inmi-
gracion. En 2012, la Corte Suprema
dictamind en una decision de 5-3
que la policia local no tenia la au-
toridad para detener a alguien
basandose unicamente en su es-
tatus migratorio.

“Nuestra oficina no esta de ac-
uerdo con ese fallo. Acatamos ese
fallo porque ese es el estado ac-
tual de la ley que sale del Tribu-
nal Supremo’, dijo. “Damos la bi-
envenida a las leyes que podrian
permitirnos tener un nuevo caso
al que podriamos acudir para cor-
regir esta cuestion porque la com-
posicion del Tribunal Supremo ha
cambiado”.

Mientras tanto, Abbott ha sort-
eado ese requisito ordenando a las
autoridades estatales que deten-
gan a los inmigrantes por cargos
de allanamiento de morada cuan-
do se desvien hacia una propiedad
privada.

Reichlin-Melnick dijo que esta
claro que los precedentes legales
impiden a las agencias locales de
aplicacion de la ley de inmigracion
sin el permiso del gobierno federal.

“Esta bastante claro que no es
una cuestion abierta. El Tribunal
Supremo ha dicho una y otra vez
que esto es una responsabilidad
federal”, dijo Reichlin-Melnick.
‘[Abbott] esta tratando de hacer
una laguna legal para salir de eso,
pero no es una laguna particular-
mente fuerte”

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se han instalado ya, pero cuya
aceptacion es aun muy endeble;
y aquellos mas que, a sabiendas
de lo esenciales que son para
sostener la dinamica socioeco-
némica del campo estadoun-
idense, suelen ser invisibilizados
por la retorica antiinmigrante, que
ademas ha entrado en una cam-
pana grosera y deshonesta basa-
da en la racista teoria conspirati-
va de la "invasion”.

Asimismo, los republicanos es-
tan muy confiados en que le ar-
rebataran a los democratas una o
ambas camaras legislativas, y no
existe el incentivo de colaborar
para aprobar medidas, sobre todo
si no son de su interés, como la in-
migracion.

Es decir, lo que no se apruebe
en estos dias antes del receso o
al retorno en la llamada sesion de
Congreso saliente (lame duck) es
poco probable que vea la luz del
dia en este Congreso que culmi-
na oficialmente el 3 de enero de
2023; y en el proximo Congreso
hay que partir de cero y con nue-
vo liderazgo, en caso de que haya
cambio de mando. Ese escenario
seria aun menos propicio para los
migrantes, dado que la parte con-
servadora que todavia respalda al
Trumpismo ha hecho y hara todo
lo posible por que ninguna iniciati-
va democrata sea aprobada.

El controversial Titulo 42, por
ejemplo, fue activado por Donald
Trump con la excusa de que la
pandemia ameritaba que los so-
licitantes de asilo fueran expulsa-
dos de Estados Unidos e hicieran
su peticion fuera del pais. Mas de
dos millones de personas han sido
expulsadas de Estados Unidos sin
la posibilidad de solicitar asilo, a
pesar de que esta orden que data
de los anos 40 del siglo pasado
nada tiene que ver con migracion,

sino con el area de la salud publi-
ca.

Aunque la  administracion
democrata de Joe Biden elimind
el Titulo 42, los tribunales fede-
rales han impedido que lo haga,
por lo cual todos estos migrantes
permanecen en un limbo, muchos
varados en México y algunos mas
en otros paises. Su situacion no
ha sido nada facil, pues mientras
han esperado tanto tiempo sin re-
spuesta han sido victimas de la vi-
olenciay la corrupciéon que impera
en la franja fronteriza.

En realidad, la intencion repub-
licana para invocar el Titulo 42 no
es otra que minar las leyes de asi-
lo. Con eso en mente, los republi-
canos, junto a algunos democra-
tas moderados y conservadores,
sometieron una enmienda a un
proyecto de ley de salud que lidia
con los precios de los medicamen-
tos recetados, a fin de extender la
implementacion del Titulo 42 has-
ta que se elimine la amenaza del
Covid fuera de Estados Unidos.
Si, pero dentro del pais la situ-
acion sigue fluctuando con mas de
167,000 casos nuevos, y contando,
algo que no se toma en cuenta al
senalar al exterior como “Unico” re-
sponsable para pretextar y extend-
er laimplementacion del Titulo 42.

Por otra parte, los planes para
legalizar a los Dreamers y a al-
gunos  trabajadores  agricolas
siguen considerandose aunque
sus posibilidades reales de apro-
bacion en esta sesion del Congre-
SO SON escasas.

La Ley de Modernizacion de
la Fuerza Trabajadora Agricola se
impulsa como medida indepen-
diente, y aunque fue aprobada
dos veces en la Camara Baja, to-
davia no queda claro si en el Sena-
do cuenta con los votos para su
avance. Esta medida permite que

los agricultores contraten traba-
jadores agricolas todo el ano a
través del programa de visas H2A
y no unicamente por cortos perio-
dos de tiempo. De hecho, se cree
que la medida contribuira a com-
batir la escasez de mano de obra
en esta industria abaratando los
precios al consumidor. Pero la es-
casez de mano de obra no es solo
en la agricultura, sino en las pro-
cesadoras de pollo y carne, que
no pueden reclutar trabajadores a
través del programa H2A.

Es decir, es un estira y aflo-
je en donde se cuida mas la per-
manencia del legislador que el
merecido beneficio de millones
de seres humanos y sus familias
que lo han dado todo, desde hace
mucho tiempo, por mantener viva
la dinamica social y economica
de Estados Unidos. No en vano se
ha calculado que los inmigrantes
indocumentados ya contribuyen
con mas de $30 mil millones en
impuestos y mas de $200 mil mil-
lones en poder adquisitivo a traves
de sus pequenas empresas. ;Quée
es exactamente lo que no ven los
republicanos de estas cifras? O en
todo caso, ¢por qué quieren ocul-
tarlo? Conveniencia politica pura.

En el caso de los Dreamers, ya
sabemos de memoria las multiples
veces en que los esfuerzos por le-
galizarlos se han hecho sal y agua
porque los republicanos, por un
lado alaban las contribuciones de
estos jovenes, pero por el otro los
usan como piezas de cambio para
avanzar sus medidas migratorias
mas restrictivas.

En este Congreso, que culmina el
3 de enero de 2023, la oposicion

¢Con qué frecuencia las
personas experimentan
infecciones de rebote después
de tomar Paxlovid?

Un pequeno porcentaje de per-
sonas presenta sintomas de
covid y vuelve a dar positivo por
coronavirus despues de comple-

tar un curso de cinco dias de Pax-
lovid. Pero esta en debate cuan-
tos pacientes se ven afectados, y
por qué ocurren los rebotes.

En el ensayo clinico de Pfizer,
entre el 1% y el 2% de los partic-
ipantes volvieron a dar positivo
para covid después de comple-
tar un ciclo de Paxlovid. Debido a
que el rebote ocurrio en las per-
sonas que recibieron el farmaco y
en las que recibieron un placebo,
la EDA concluyo que “en este mo-
mento no esta claro si esto esta
relacionado con el tratamiento
farmacologico”.

Un estudio de junio de in-
vestigadores de la Clinica Mayo
encontré que menos del 1% de
483 pacientes de alto riesgo que
habian recibido Paxlovid experi-
mentaron sintomas de rebote.

Sin embargo, los informes an-
ecdoticos sugieren que la cifra
de rebote es mayor. Varias perso-
nas prominentes en la comunidad
medica informaron haber experi-
mentado infeccionesy sintomas de
rebote, aunque generalmente son
leves. Ademas de Fauci, director
del Instituto Nacional de Alergias y
Enfermedades Infecciosas, el gru-
po incluye al doctor David Ho, di-
rector del Centro de Investigacion
del SIDA Aaron Diamond de la Uni-
versidad de Columbia, y al doctor

Peter Hotez, decano de la Escuela

Nacional de Medicina Tropicalen la
Facultad de Medicina Baylor.
“Todavia estoy confundido
al respecto, y la mayoria de las
personas con las que hablo to-
davia estan confundidas, porque
no sabemos exactamente por
qué sucede’, dijo el doctor Rob-

ert Wachter, profesor y jefe del

Departamento de Medicina en
la Universidad de California-San
Francisco. En mayo, Wachter tui-
ted sobre la experiencia de recu-

peracion de su esposa, la escritora
Katie Hafner. "Los datos publicos
sobre la frecuencia no se sincron-
izan con la experiencia de todos".

Hay varias teorias de por quée
ocurren los rebotes. Algunos ex-
pertos sospechan que el medica-
mento no elimina por completo
el virus en algunas personas que
tienen una alta carga viral, lo que
lleva a un resurgimiento despues
del tratamiento de cinco dias. O
podria ser que algunas personas
eliminen el medicamento antivi-
ral de sus cuerpos mas rapido que
otras.

“Si tiene una eliminacion mas
rapida, es posible que no tenga la
exposicion necesaria para elim-
inar el virus', dijo Ashley Brown,
virologa de la Universidad de Flor-
ida en Orlando.

“Seguimos monitoreando los
datos, pero hasta la fecha no he-
mos visto que surja ninguna resis-
tencia en pacientes tratados con
Paxlovid y creemos que volver
a detectar el ARN viral nasal el-
evado es poco comun y no esta
asociado unicamente con el trat-
amiento”, dijo Kit Longley, vocero
de Pfizer, en un correo electronico.

Dado el efecto rebote, ces
necesario revisar las pautas para
recetarlo?

Algunos expertos se preguntan si
ajustar el tiempo o la duracion de
un ciclo de Paxlovid podria elim-
inar el efecto rebote que experi-
mentan algunos pacientes. Si las
personas comenzaron a tomar
Paxlovid el dia 3 de sintomas, en
lugar de hacerlo de inmediato,
por ejemplo, las defensas de sus
cuerpos podrian activarse, refor-
zadas por vacunas o infecciones
previas, dijo Nori.

Muchos creen que un curso
de cinco dias es demasiado cor-
to, dijo Wachter, quien quiere mas
datos. “Uno pensaria que no seria
tan dificil hacer un estudio de cin-
co dias versus siete dias versus 10
dias”, agrego.

Segun Pfizer, "puede haber
algunas poblaciones de pacien-
tes que pueden beneficiarse de
tratamientos de mayor duracion
o recurrentes, y estamos consid-
erando estudios adicionales para
evaluar esto en algunas pobla-
ciones’”.

Fauci tomo un segundo curso de
Paxlovid después de experimen-
tar un efecto rebote. ¢Es algo que
pueden hacer otros pacientes?
Generalmente, no.

Fauci dijo que tomo un segun-
do curso de Paxlovid después de
dar positivo para covid y sentirse
aun mas enfermo en la segunda
vuelta con el virus.

Las pautas de prescripcion es-
tablecen claramente que “Pax-
lovid no esta autorizado para su
uso por mas de cinco dias con-
secutivos”.

No todos los meédicos estan
de acuerdo con las pautas. “Para
las personas que tienen un ries-
go realmente alto, es dificil de-
cir 'simplemente tomen Tylenol™,
dijo el doctor David Wohl, pro-
fesor de medicina en la division
de enfermedades infecciosas de

la Universidad de Carolina del
Norte-Chapel Hill.

En el Hospital Brigham and
Women's, los meédicos general-
mente no recomiendan un segun-
do ciclo de Paxlovid para pacien-
tes que experimentan un rebote,
dijo Kuritzkes, "aunque hay cierta
diversidad de opiniones”.

En la guia de mayo de la FDA
para los proveedores, el doctor
John Farley, director de la Ofici-
na de Enfermedades Infecciosas,
dijo: "No hay evidencia de ben-
eficio en este momento para un
curso de tratamiento mas largo
(por ejemplo, 10 dias en lugar 5).
recomendado en la Hoja de da-
tos para proveedores de Paxlovid)
o repetir un curso de tratamiento
de Paxlovid en pacientes con sin-
tomas recurrentes de COVID-19
después de completar un curso
de tratamiento”.

El movimiento de Fauci fue de-
sconcertante para algunos medi-
Cos.

“Estaba un poco sorprendido y
desconcertado de que el principal
medico del pais fuera en contra
de la guia”, dijo Roberts, de VYale.
“Eso me envia un mensaje mixto.
Me imagino que tendre pacientes
que digan: ‘el doctor Fauci recibio
dos cursos. ;Por qué no yo?™

¢Las personas son contagiosas

si tienen un rebote? ;:Deberian
aislarse?

Si las personas vuelven a dar pos-
itivo después de un tratamiento
con Paxlovid, se supone que son
contagiosas y deben aislarse de
los demas, explicaron los exper-
tos.

¢Se volvera Paxlovid resistente
el coronavirus?

Es una preocupacion, dicen los
expertos, pero aun no hay eviden-
cia de que haya sucedido.

“El virus esta mutando en to-
das las regiones de su genoma en
todo momento, por lo que en al-
gun momento Paxlovid probable-
mente se vuelva menos efectivo
que cuando se realizo el estudio
hace un ano’, dijo Roberts.

the situation remains in flux, with
more than 167,000 new cases and
counting.

Notwithstanding, the plans to
legalize Dreamers and qualifying
farm workers continue to be con-
sidered, although the real possibil-
ity for their approval in the current
session of Congress are slim.

The Farm Workforce Modern-
ization Act has been proposed as
a stand-alone measure, and al-
though it was approved twice in
the lower chamber, it remains un-
clear whether the votes to advance
it exist in the Senate. This measure
allows farmers to hire workers
year-round through the H-2A visa
program rather than for short peri-
ods at a time. In fact, it is believed
that the measure would ease the
labor shortage in the farming in-
dustry, which in turn would lower
consumer prices. Furthermore, the
scarcity of labor is not only in ag-
riculture but in chicken and meat
processing as well, where they
cannot recruit workers through the
H-2A program.

Essentially, it's a tug of war
where the permanence of a legis-
lator is valued more than reward-
ing the millions of human beings
and their families who have given
so much to keep the social and
economic dynamics of the United

States alive. It's unsurprising that
undocumented immigrants have
already contributed more than $30
billion in taxes and more than $200
billion in spending power through
their small businesses. What ex-
actly are Republicans not getting
from these figures? Or for that mat-
ter why do they want to hide it? It's
pure political convenience.

Let's take the case of Dreamers.
Since Republicans have thwarted
all previous attempts to legalize
their status, we already know they
like to pay lip service and praise the
contributions of these young peo-
ple while using them like pawns
to advance even more restrictive
measures. While Trump ended
DACA, his truculent advisor Ste-
phen Miller, along with other Re-
publican figures, have conditioned
granting 600,000 visas for Dream-
ers in exchange for restricting
asylum laws even further. This in-
cludes eliminating protections for
migrant children who arrive at the
border alone, adding funds to con-
struct the border wall, and drasti-
cally reducing family and diversity
visas.

The lives of Dreamers and mil-
lions of undocumented people
are, for these Republicans, pawns
in their twisted game of political
chess.

A hard truth to realize is that pol-
iticians will wait until the last min-
ute before recess, or when a ses-
sion is about to close, to propose
measures they know won't pass
just so they can face their voters
and constituents and say, “at least
we tried." In this Congress, which
ends on January 3, 2023, the Re-
publican bloc in opposition to the
Biden agenda has had the consis-
tent support of a group of moder-
ate and conservative Democrats
led by Senators Joe Manchin and
Kyrsten Sinema, from West Virginia
and Arizona respectively, who have
paralyzed the President's propos-
als and promises.

The solid Republican opposi-
tion to sensible solutions to our mi-
gration dilemmas has been aided
by this group of Democrats, who
undermined their possibilities for
advancement. In the coming days
and months, we will see to what
degree.

Paxlovid is not recommended
for people who are unlikely to get
seriously ill from covid. In June,
the drug's manufacturer, Pfizer,
announced it was discontinuing a
clinical trial for standard-risk peo-
ple because Paxlovid didn't sig-
nificantly reduce hospitalization
and death in that group. The trial
included both vaccinated and un-
vaccinated people.

Perhaps those results aren't sur-
prising, since “for people who are
low-risk, their risk of getting hos-
pitalized is so low that taking Pax-
lovid isn't adding any advantage,’
said Dr. Daniel Kuritzkes, chief of
the division of infectious diseases
at Brigham and Women's Hospital
in Boston.

Also in June, Pfizer announced
it had applied to the FDA for full ap-
proval for Paxlovid.

Q: What are the options for
someone who can't take
Paxlovid?

A couple of other antiviral med-
ications (Veklury and Lagevrio)
and a monoclonal antibody drug
(Bebtelovimab) also reduce peo-
ple's risk of hospitalization and
death from covid. But they are less
convenient than Paxlovid, requiring
injections or infusions, or not as ef-
fective. Still, they are possibilities if
someone can't take Paxlovid.

Q: How often do people
experience rebound infections
after taking Paxlovid?

A small percentage of people get
covid symptoms and test posi-
tive for the coronavirus again after
completing a five-day course of
Paxlovid. But how many patients
are affected and why rebounds oc-
cur are much debated.

In the Pfizer clinical trial, 1% to
2% of participants tested positive
for covid again after completing
a course of Paxlovid. Because the
rebound occurred in people who
got the drug and those who got a
placebo, the EDA concluded that it
is unclear at this point that thisis re-
lated to drug treatment.”

A study published in June by re-
searchers at the Mayo Clinic found

that fewer than 1% of 483 high-risk
patients who had received Paxlovid
experienced rebound symptoms.

Anecdotal reports  suggest
that the rebound figure is higher,
though. Several prominent people
in the medical community have
reported experiencing rebound
infections and symptoms, though
they are typically mild. In addition
to Fauci, director of the National In-
stitute of Allergy and Infectious Dis-
eases, the group includes Dr. David
Ho, director of the Aaron Diamond
AIDS Research Center at Colum-
bia University, and Dr. Peter Ho-
tez, dean of the National School of
Tropical Medicine at Baylor College
of Medicine.

“I'm still confused about it, and
most of the people | speak to about
it are still confused, because we
don'tknow why exactly it's happen-
ing.” said Dr. Robert Wachter, a pro-
fessor and the chair of the Depart-
ment of Medicine at the University
of California-San Francisco. In May,
Wachter tweeted about the re-
bound experience of his wife, writ-
er Katie Hafner. “The public data on
frequency doesn't sync up with ev-
erybody's experience.”

There are several theories for
why rebounds occur. Some experts
suspect the drug doesn't totally
eliminate the virus in some people
who have a high viral burden, lead-
ing to a resurgence after the five-
day course. Others suggest that
because the treatment is started
immediately after covid symptoms
emerge, the body's immune sys-
tem doesn't get a chance to get a
good look at the virus and ramp up
to fight it once the treatment ends.
Or it could be that some people
clear the antiviral drug from their
bodies faster than others.

“If you have faster clearance, you
may not have the exposure neces-
sary to clear the virus,” said Ashley
Brown, a virologist at the University
of Florida in Orlando.

“We are continuing to moni-
tor the data, but we have not seen
any resistance emerge to date in
patients treated with Paxlovid and
believe the return of elevated de-
tected nasal viral RNA is uncom-
mon and not uniquely associated
with treatment,” Pfizer spokesper-
son Kit Longley said in an email.

Q: Given the rebound effect, do
current prescription guidelines
need to be revisited?

Some medical experts wonder if
tweaking the timing or duration of a
course of Paxlovid might eliminate
the rebound effect some patients
experience. If people started tak-
ing Paxlovid on day 3 of symptoms,
instead of right away, for example,
their bodies defenses could kick
in, bolstered by vaccines or previ-
ous infections, Nori said.

“Then we augment with the an-
tiviral, and this rebound might be
mitigated,” she said.

Many experts believe a five-day
course is just too short, said Wach-
ter, who wants more data. "You
would think it wouldn't be that hard
to do a study on five days versus
seven days versus 10 days,” he said.

According to Pfizer's Longley:
“There may be some patient pop-
ulations who may benefit from
longer durations of treatment or
recurrent treatment, and we are
considering additional studies to
evaluate this in some populations.”

Q: Fauci took a second course
of Paxlovid after experiencing a
rebound effect. Is that something
other patients can do too?
Generally, no.

Fauci said he took a second
course of Paxlovid after testing

positive for covid and feeling even
sicker on the second go-around
with the virus.

Prescription guidelines state
clearly that "Paxlovid is not autho-
rized for use longer than five con-
secutive days.”

Not all clinicians agree with
the guidelines. “For people who
are really high-risk, it's hard to say,
Just take Tylenol,” said Dr. David
Wohl, a professor of medicine in
the division of infectious diseases
at the University of North Caroli-
na-Chapel Hill.

At Brigham and Women's Hos-
pital, clinicians don't generally
recommend a second course of
Paxlovid for patients who expe-
rience a rebound, said Kuritzkes,
“though there is some diversity of
opinion.”

In the FDA's guidance to pro-
viders in May, Dr. John Farley, di-
rector of the Office of Infectious
Diseases, said, “There is no evi-
dence of benefit at this time for a
longer course of treatment (eg.
10 days rather than the 5 days rec-
ommended in the Provider Fact
Sheet for Paxlovid) or repeating
a treatment course of Paxlovid in
patients with recurrent COVID-19
symptoms following completion
of a treatment course.”

Fauci's move was disconcerting
to some clinicians.

‘| was a little surprised and tak-
en aback that the country's top
doctor went against guidance,
said Roberts, of Yale. “That sends a
mixed message to me. | imagine I'll
get patients who say, ‘Dr. Fauci got
two courses. Why not me?™

Q: Are people contagious if they
have a rebound? Should they
isolate?

If people test positive again after a
course of Paxlovid, Kuritzkes said,
it's assumed they are contagious,
and they should isolate from oth-
ers.

Q: Will the coronavirus become
resistant to Paxlovid?

It's a concern, experts say, but
there's no evidence it's happened
yet.

“The virus is mutating at all re-
gions of its genome at all times, so
at some point Paxlovid will prob-
ably become less effective than
when the study was done a year
ago,” Roberts said.

Usually, he said, when law en-
forcement officers along the bor-
der come across migrants on foot
or in a vehicle, they stop them on
state charges. If the officers sus-
pect the migrants crossed the bor-
der illegally, the officers hold the
migrants until Border Patrol agents
pick them up. But Abbott's order
goes a step further by having state

officers drive the migrants to a lo-
cation where it is easier for Border
Patrol to process them.

To an extent, he added, local
law enforcement officers along the
U.S.-México border have always
enforced immigration laws.

“If you call Border Patrol to show
up. to some degree you're enforc-
ing immigration law. If you're taking
them to a port of entry, you're en-
forcing some type of immigration

law," he said. “In either case you're
doing it”

Manjarrez said that during his
time in Arizona, it was common
for local law enforcement officers
to take migrants to Border Patrol
instead of waiting for immigration
agents to arrive at the scene.

“‘My argument would be, how
is this different than what's been
done in the past?” he said. “The
big difference with this is that there
was an executive order that came
out, and it was intended to make a
big splash.”

But Denise Gilman, co-director
of the Immigration Clinic at the Uni-
versity of Texas School of Law, said
the transportation of the migrants
to immigration authorities marks
a drastic shift into a new level of
immigration enforcement by the
state. By taking the migrants back
to the border for processing, she
said, state officials are facilitating
that enforcement.

“The fact that they straight up
don't take them across the border
doesn't take away the immigration
enforcement nature of it," Gilman
said.

But in order to stop the practice,
the federal government would
likely have to sue. With Texas
pressing further into immigration
enforcement than any other state
has done before, some immigrant
rights advocates have been baf-
fled that the Biden administration
hasn't done so.

Gilman said that may be be-
cause Abbott's order doesn't ful-
ly call for the state to take immi-
gration enforcement into its own
hands. State officers are still hand-
ing off the migrants to federal im-
migration authorities at the border.

“It's not completely clear that it's
100% state unilateral action, as op-

posed to collaborative action with
the federal government,” she said.

Immigrant rights advocates also
say Abbott could be inviting a law-
suit in hopes of setting up a legal
battle with the Biden administra-
tion with the goal of overturning
the US. Supreme Court's deci-
sion in a 2012 Arizona immigration
law to expand the state's ability to
participate in immigration enforce-
ment.

Texas has successfully been
able to get initial wins in lawsuits
against the Biden administration
that have led the White House to
restart two of the most conse-
quential Trump-era immigration
policies: Title 42, the pandemic
health order that essentially clos-
es the border to most people, and
Migrant Protection Protocols, or “re-
main in Mexico", which forces some
asylum-seekers to wait in Méxi-
co as their cases make their way
through American courts. Another
Texas lawsuit also led to a federal
judge ruling that Deferred Action
for Childhood Arrivals — a program
for younger immigrants who were
undocumented to be able to get
renewable work permits — is il-
legal. These three cases are still
playing out in federal courts.

In his executive order, Abbott
cited the decision in a case over
Arizona's so-called “show me your
papers” law, which required po-
lice to ask people for proof of cit-
izenship. Abbott wrote that the
Supreme Court did not address
“whether reasonable suspicion of
illegal entry or another immigra-
tion crime would be a legitimate
basis for prolonging a detention,
or whether this too would be pre-
empted by federal law.”

Reichlin-Melnick said Abbott
was trying to find a loophole in the
Arizona case.

“Gov. Abbott says he thinks it's
an open question about wheth-
er or not state agents can enforce
unlawful entry,” Reichlin-Melnick
said. "If the state can enforce fed-
eral criminal immigration laws, that
would get rid of quite a lot of the
restrictions put on states in Arizona
v. US., and it's possible Gov. Abbott
is looking for a test case that can
expand things in that area”

Abbott did not answer a ques-
tion about whether he wanted that
case revisited and referred ques-

tions about the program to DPS.

But other Texas officials have
been open about their wish to have
the Supreme Court reconsider the
decision.

Earlier this year, Texas Assis-
tant Attorney General Brent \Web-
ster told a state Senate committee
on border security that his office
would like to see the court recon-
sider its decision in the Arizona
case on whether local police offi-
cers could arrest migrants on im-
migration violations. In 2012, the
Supreme Court ruled in a 5-3 de-
cision that local police didn't have
the authority to arrest someone
based solely on their immigration
status.

“Our office doesn't agree with
that ruling. We abide by that ruling
because that is the current state of
the law out of Supreme Court," he
said. “We welcome laws that might
allow us to have a new case that
we could go up on to redress this
issue because the makeup of the
Supreme Court has changed”

Meanwhile, Abbott has got-
ten around that requirement by
directing state authorities to ar-
rest migrants on state trespassing
charges when they veer onto pri-
vate property.

Reichlin-Melnick said it is clear
that legal precedent bars local law
enforcement agencies from en-
forcing immigration law without
permission from the federal gov-
ernment.

“It's pretty clear it's not an open
question. The Supreme Court has
said over and over again that this
is a federal responsibility,” Reich-
lin-Melnick said. “[Abbott’s] at-
tempting to loophole his way out
of that, but it's not a particularly
strong loophole’”

Sandoval was born in 1922 in
Nageezi, New México, and enlisted
in the U.S. Marine Corps on March
26, 1943. He completed basic train-
ing at the Marine Corps Recruit De-
pot in San Diego, California, where
the original 29 Navajo Code Talk-
ers arrived in September 1942. The
men were responsible for devel-
oping the unbreakable code used
across the Pacific during World

Sandoval served five combat
tours, including Guadalcanal, Bou-
gainville, Guam, Peleliu and Okina-
wa, and was honorably discharged
in 1046.

“The Navajo people mourn the
loss of a grandfather, father, broth-
er and uncle who dedicated his

life to uplift communities. Navajo
Code Talker Sam Sandoval lived a
life where character, courage, hon-
or, and integrity guided his journey,”
said Navajo Nation Council Speak-
er Seth Damon in a press release.

“His impact on history will for-
ever be remembered and we sin-
cerely share our love with his fami-
ly during this time,” he added.

After serving in the Marines,
Sandoval returned home and en-
rolled in college to earn a certifi-
cate in substance abuse counsel-
ing. He worked in Farmington, New
Meéxico, as a counselor for many

years until opening his own clinic,
To-Tah Alcohol Counseling, in the
1970s.

During Sandoval's military ser-
vice, he earned a Navy Unit Com-
mendation Ribbon, a Combat Ac-
tion Ribbon, a China Service Medal,
a World War Il Victory Medal, a
Navy Occupation Service Medal
with Asia Clasp, and an Asiatic-Pa-
cific Campaign Medal with a silver
star. Sandoval also received the
2022 American Spirit Award for
Bravery from the National \¥/\WII
Museum.

Details on Sandoval's funeral
services are pending, but the fami-
ly has started a GoFundMe page to
help with any expenses.

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Colorado with a major depres-
sive episode reported not receiv-
ing any mental health services in
2022.

Reaching youth across the state

Since its start in October 2021,
3.379 children from 55 counties
have received at least one free
therapy session through the pro-
gram, according to data from Col-
orado Behavioral Health Adminis-
tration. A sizable number of them
return for more care: Over 2,500

participated in a second session.
In total, there have been nearly
11,000 sessions so far. The aver-
age cost to the state per session
is $144.

Children of all age groups have
sought help through | Matter, with
about 1,200 children younger
than 12 years old served, 950 us-
ers between the ages of 12 and
14 served and another 1,200 us-
ers between the ages of 15 and 18

served. The program has served
about 1,900 girls, about 1,300 boys
and 178 children who identify as
non-binary.

The program saw modest up-
take in its first few months and
spiked with signups in spring of
this year, with over 500 children
seeking first appointments in
March, April and May. It is mostly
used in the state's population cen-
ter along the Front Range. Jeffer-

son County has had 472 children
use the program, El Paso County
has had 410 and Arapahoe County
has had 379.

One unique aspect to | Matter
is its inclusion of care navigators
who can help families connect to
other needed resources and ser-
vices. They can help an adoles-
cent find care outside of the | Mat-
ter structure and touch base with
any adolescents on a waitlist or
who have not yet signed up for a
counseling appointment.

“If you're reaching out to | Mat-
ter, let's assume you're having
some presenting issues that are
causing you concern. You're de-
pressed, you're anxious, youre
sad, you're isolated. It's nice to
have a support system like (the
care navigators) when you're al-
ready feeling low-resourced,
Whitney said.

Swanson said that many of the
clients he sees through the pro-
gram are “high functioning” chil-
dren who are struggling with anx-
iety or depression. The disruption
toin-person learning caused by the
pandemic, combined with poten-
tial economic stressors at home as
caregivers work to regain stability,
creates a complex situation.

“Itjust complicates it so much for
these youngsters,” he said. “Having
to go back to school — they didn't
do any testing for two years or one
year or whatever. That's the biggest
thing I've seen towards the end of
this school year, is the anxiety of
testing and moving on to the next
grade level. It was very stressful for
all of them without exception.”

| Matter has been extended until
at least next June and could con-
tinue until June 2024 depending
on funding. That will give the pro-
gram an opportunity to serve more
youth and evolve in how it delivers
services.

“I think we are really building out
a solid behavioral health system
in Colorado,” Whitney said. “When
you can provide a high access, low
barrier mental health resource for
youth and provide them a positive
experience at such a young age,
that will encourage them to use
mental health support throughout
their lifetime. We're learning a lot
from this."

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At the state level, the Califor-
nia Fish and Game Commission
deadlocked in June on whether
to grant the western Joshua trees
permanent protection under Cal-
ifornia's Endangered Species Act,
delaying a final decision. At the
federal level, the Supreme Court
recently_ restricted the govern-
ment's ability to curb emissions
from power plants.

Recent news looks a little more
promising, although much more
needs to be done.

After protracted opposition,
West Virginia Senator Joe Manchin
has now agreed to legislation that
would invest $369 billion in ener-
gy and climate change programs.
Backers say the law would reduce
U.S. carbon emissions 40 percent
by 2030, although conservation
and community groups point out

that it also includes handouts to
fossil fuel corporations.

Meanwhile, Biden has issued
executive actions that would pro-
vide $2.3 billion in federal fund-
ing for US. cities and states to
respond to climate hazards, gov-
ernment support for cooling cen-
ters and air conditioning, and new
wind energy leases in the Gulf of
Mexico.

These initiatives, while helpful,
fall well short of a direct confron-
tation with the fossil fuel industry
most responsible for the climate
disaster. And they're short of Biden
declaring a national “climate emer-
gency,” which would allow him to
take bolder measures like reinstat-
ing a ban on crude oil exports and
stopping offshore drilling.

Climate change is a compound-
ing crisis that affects every life, job,

and environment on this planet.
And it now challenges the Nation-
al Park Service's founding mission,
requiring us to re-think what stew-
ardship of our revered public lands
entails.

With a limited window to re-
verse climate change's catastroph-
ic impacts, it demands a tectonic
shift for our survival — and as the
California deserts have shown me,
for our country's most awe-inspir-
ing. irreplaceable landscapes.

Senator Chavez dropped out
of school at age of 13 in order to
help support his family. However,
he continued his education inde-
pendently, and eventually gained
admission to Georgetown Univer-
sity Law School.

Senator Chavez began his po-
litical career in 1922 when he was
elected to the New México State
House of Representatives. In 1930,
he was elected to serve in the U.S.
House of Representatives, where
he sat on the Public Lands and In-
dian Affairs Committees. Senator
Chavez was first elected to the U.S.
Senate in 1936. In 1950, he was se-
lected to be the Chairman the Sen-
ate Committee on Public Works.
As Chairman, he oversaw critical
advancements in our nation's in-
frastructure, including expansion
of the interstate highway system,
improvements to water infrastruc-
ture, and construction of federal
buildings. including post offices.

Senator Chavez passed away
on November 18, 1962. In 1966,
the State of New Mexico donat-
ed a bronze sculpture of Senator
Chavez to the National Statuary
Hall Collection in the U.S. Capitol,
which stands outside of the Old
Senate Chamber today.
